INTEGRATED SKILLS CLASS (AM)

During the morning session, students learn the four skills - reading, writing, speaking and listening - through a !Communicative Language
Teaching" methodology. New grammar patterns are learned in the context of a conversation or a real-life situation. Students also use
various activities to practice English conversation including listening tasks, role plays, and discussions. Practical reading and writing tasks
and vocabulary studies are presented as well in our 6 available levels.

ACTIVE LISTENING CLASS (PM)

During the afternoon session, students will cover a variety of topics while practicing English conversation management, North American
conversational styles, and pronunciation. Students learn commonly-used idioms and slang in a communicative way. Teachers also use
various activities to practice these new idioms including listening tasks, role play, and discussion.

Intensive French Program. (24 lessons/week)

GEOS Montreal is also proud to offer the equivalent of our English program in French. The morning and afternoon courses are designed
using the same structure as our English program. We have the same official 6 levels, and intermediate students can still begin on any
Monday. One important difference is students who are real beginners. For these beginner French students, official starting dates are once
a month. (For 2011, our beginner French dates are January 04, February 21, March 21, May 16, June 13, July 11, August 08, September
06, October 03 and 31.)

INTERNSHIP PROGRAM Montréal
INTERNSHIP

GEOS Montreal offers Study-Work internship programs that consist of period of study followed by a period of
work. The work can be either paid or unpaid, and the minimum period of time for the program is 24 weeks, the
first half of which would be spent studying English or French, the second part of which would be spent working.

How does this program work?

Inquiries from candidates:  GEOS Montreal receives paid or unpaid internship request.

Length of the internship:  The applicant needs to register for at least 3 months in the intensive or
super intensive English or French program. The length of the internship should be equal or less
than the time of studies.

Quebec CAQ Application:  The school will work with the student or study agent to apply for the
Quebec Study Certificate and the school will deliver it by hand to the CAQ office in Montreal.
Canadian Student Visa Application: The student will then apply for the Canadian Student Visa in
their home country, or send the application to the United States if already in Canada under a
different visa.

Studies: Students will then complete a minimum of 12 weeks of English, French, or Bilingual
courses.

Placement: GEOS Montreal will work with the student to find the best possible job placement.
Communication:  School staff will maintain communication with all candidates to ensure a
successful job placement.
